Re-read verse 5 and move into a time of prayer.

What might it mean and look like for SWCD Churches to be loving our 
communities? Please be practical with real examples and ideas. 
Reflect on and consider those who may be feeling unloved. How can we as 
Christians seek to bring God’s love? 
Re-read verse 12 and move into a time of prayer.
